Communication of incident or Near Misses on Site

We feel there is a need to refresh and clarify the procedure when an 
injury, incident, or near miss occurs on site. First, it’s important to 
emphasize that all incidents must be reported, regardless of whether 
they seem minor or significant. Employees should first inform their 
team leader or supervisor about any occurrence, and from there, it is 
the supervisor's responsibility to contact the appropriate personnel, 
whether they are superintendent or safety, to ensure we are aware of 
the situation.
We must avoid situations where an employee goes to the clinic on 
their own, and only once they arrive does everyone learn that an 
incident has occurred on site. It is essential to strengthen the 
reporting chain in these cases to ensure timely communication and 
response.
